SUBJECT: Executive Summary, FY 2012 — 2013 Budget

The proposed budget for Fiscal Year 2012-2013 ved dith the municipal clerk on
August 6, 2012, and the Notice of Public Hearing wablished in the Northeast Herald on
August 23, 2012. The Guadalupe County Appraisatrisi lists the City’s tax roll for FY 2012-
2013 at $621,156,991. It is our recommendatiohwlsadopt last year’s tax rate of $0.2793 per
$100 of valuation for FY 2012-2013. The tax comguts would be as follows: $0.0982 for
Maintenance & Operations (General Fund) and $0.18dhterest & Sinking (Debt Service).

From November 2011 through August 2012, five-sixih8he way into the current fiscal
year, Selma’s local economy grew as sales taxatales were 1.5% above this same period last
year. Some businesses that were added duringitrentfiscal year include@heddar’s Casual
Fine Dining Caf¢ Cavender FiatVolvo Construction Equipment RentahdMichael’sin the
Forum Shopping Center. Other businesses thatheslgled to open next year inclu@ann
Buick GMC & Cheuvrolet Auto Park and Northeast Gatin Center, Keller Materials, Alamo
Mobility, Hydraulic Supply & ServiceandVermeer Equipmentin addition to commercial
development, there continues to be a steady inelieagsidential building permits as Centex /
Pulte continues to build new homes in their esséigld subdivisions: Retama Springs, Retama
West & The Trails at Kensington Ranch. Subseqye@intex / Pulte will begin work on
Kensington Il Subdivision, which is a continuatioihThe Trails at Kensington Ranch
Subdivision. When completed, Kensington Il Sulslom will add approximately 400 new
homes to Selma. It is estimated that the curreptijation in Selma is 6,500.

And to the 6,500 residents of Selma, we are extitatithe Mayor & Council authorized
the City Staff to move forward with several progtiat will benefit the citizens of Selma for
years to come. First, the Mayor & Council pria#d a number of capital improvement projects
that will span into this year and years to come:

1) Low Bridge at Lookout Road & Cibolo Creek

2) Signal Warrant Study & Design of One Traffic Signal Lookout Road
3) Dietz Creek Channel Improvements

4) Olympia Hills Channel Improvements

5) Utopia Boulevard Realignment



The Mayor & Council also approved the issuance Ggdificate of Obligation that will cover

the cost of restoring the historic Harrison Housed eonstruct a Community Center, park play
area, a pavilion, a dog park, open space, parkitegypretive / educational kiosks, and additional
hike & bike trails that will link to the Stage St&jark. This project will be at no cost to the loca
taxpayer! Rather, funding will come from the Hé¥btel Tax Revenue that the City receives
and visitors pay when residing in Selma hotels.

Collectively, the funds that makeup the Fiscaaiy2012-2013 Budget (which begins on
November 1) will increase 0.7% or $116,767 over last fisaaay The following is a list of all
city funds: General Fund, Reserve Funds, Munidimtelopment District Fund, Utility Fund,
and the Debt Service Fund. Combined, these fugdate to a total operating budget for Fiscal
Year 2012-2013 of $16,364,502.

GENERAL FUND

Expected Revenues for Fiscal Year 2012-2013 ar&l3@70, an increase of 8.8% or
$704,235 over last fiscal year. The majority d$ thcrease is due to increasing sales tax
collections, a surge in residential and commelmigding permits, a one-time CPS CEID rebate
allocation, and an influx of new property valuesl@d to the City’s tax rolls.

Expenditures for FY 2012-2013 equate to the regeatal of $8,713,970. Highlights of
General Fund Expenditures include:

- 3% Cost-of-Living-Adjustments (COLAS) for all empiees;

- 15% Increase in Medical Insurance Costs while maairig the same level of coverage;

- Appointment / Promotion of an Assistant City Adnsimator Position

- Additional funds allocated for increasing fuel st

- Additional funds allocated for Street Repairs (rogpair from sales tax);

- Increased costs for services provided by the MpaldCourt Judge & Prosecutor;

- Additional funds allocated for Plan Reviews, Ougsidspections, and our Contracting
Engineer to keep pace with commercial developmeplataned capital improvement
projects;

- A new Public Works Technician Employee;

- Additional funds allocated for Police Equipment;

- Additional funding for Holiday & Overtime Pay foné Police Department;

- The purchase of four new police vehicles, to rephlashicles in accordance with our
Vehicle Replacement Program;

- Additional funding for Monthly Newsletters in ordter keep pace with the City’s rising
populace

- $5,000 allocated towards the Historical Commission

- $50,000 allocated towards Capital Improvementti¢oQity’s Parks System based upon
recommendations made by the Parks & Recreation Gssion.

RESERVE FUNDS FOR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS
Funds allocated for capital improvement projectthaform of street improvements total
$410,000 of which $60,000 is carry over from thiempfiscal year. The projects that will be




supported by these funds were prioritized by the City Council at the July 2012 Meeting that were
listed in the intro on the first page of this summary.

MUNICIPAL DEVELOPMENT DISTRICT

MDD Revenue and Expenses equal $2,328,500 of which $1,000,000 is carry over from
the prior fiscal year. Projects that these funds are projected to finance also reflect the projects
listed in the intro but can only be spent on the projects located in Bexar County.

UTILITY FUND

Revenues for the Utility Fund are $3,774,532, a decrease of 12.4% or $536,468 under last
fiscal year. This decrease is primarily attributed to the drop in expected revenue from Developer
Water Right Acquisition Fees. Water, sanitation, and wastewater sales still continue to rise even
with rates remaining flat. We attribute this rise in sales to the City’s rising population.

Expenditures for 2012-2013 balance with expected revenue. Expenditure highlights of
the Utility Fund include:

- Same as General Fund for COLAs, Medical Insurance, & Fuel Costs;

- An additional Utility Technician Employee;

- Additional funds allocated for the contractual payment to CCMA;

- Additional funds allocated to the Edwards Aquifer Authority Management Fee that they
charge municipal users;

- Additional funds allocated to the Schertz Seguin Local Government Corporation for
Carrizo-Wilcox Aquifer Use.

DEBT SERVICE

Ad Valorem Tax collections applied to the City’s debt service payments remained the
same as last year, $1,137,500. The City Council did refinance the 2003 Utilities Improvement
Certificate of Obligation, which will result in approximately $200,000 in interest savings.
Covered in this section of the budget are all outstanding long term debt payments that the City is
due to pay in Fiscal Year 2012 —2013.

Overall, the City of Selma is in a sound financial position. In these uncertain economic
times, we will continue to monitor economic conditions and recommend adjustments to the
budget that may be warranted. We would like to thank all the department heads for their hard
work and assistance in developing this document. Lastly, we would like to thank the Mayor,
City Council and all Selma Citizens for your continued support and faith in helping to keep
Selma, “a unique city that leads through providing planned growth, quality of life, a safe
environment, and a vision for the future.”

TEXAS, ADOPTING AND LEVYING THE TAX RATE ON ALL
TAXABLE PROPERTY WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE
CITY OF SELMA, TEXAS FOR THE YEAR 2012

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SELMA, TEXAS,
that:

The City Council of the City of Selma, Texas does hereby adopt and levy the tax rate on
$100 valuation for the City of Selma, Texas, for the tax year 2012 as follows:

$0.0982 FOR THE PURPOSE OF MAINTENANCE AND OPERATIONS
$0.1811 FOR THE PAYMENT OF PRINCIPAL AND INTEREST
$0.2793 TOTAL ADOPTED TAX RATE FOR 2012

THIS TAX RATE WILL RAISE MORE TAXES FOR MAINTENANCE
AND OPERATIONS THAN LAST YEAR’S TAX RATE.

THE TAX RATE WILL EFFECTIVELY BE RAISED BY 175.17 PERCENT
AND WILL RAISE TAXES FOR MAINTENANCE AND OPERATIONS
ON A $100,000 HOME BY APPROXIMATELY $13.90.

THE TOTAL ADOPTED TAX RATE OF $0.2793 PER $100 OF VALUATION IS
UNCHANGED FROM THE TAX RATE FOR 2011.
